1. Summary: What is the intent of the policy?

2. Impact: Your opinion of how the policy affects day to day operations in the district.

3. Suggestion: Make suggestions for updating the policy. (If I ran the world...)
4. Cite the sources for the policies you are reviewing.

The policy review may be narrative paragraphs (each paragraph covering the summary, impact, and suggestions for a single policy) or in chart format. You may want a narrative with a summarizing chart.

Make sure you cite the sources for the policies you are reviewing.
